HEALTH MUTUAL AID

WHEREAS, the Hopewell Township Health Department is a local health department
and is responsible for ensuring the provision of public health services to the community as
prescribed by the Public Health Practice Standards of Performance for Local Boards of Health
in New Jersey; and

WHEREAS, Hopewell Township recognizes that local health agencies serving Mercer
County are challenged from time to time in ensuring the 24 hour, 7 days a week, 365 days per
year provision of certain services which necessitate a timely response or specialized expertise;
and

WHEREAS, Hopewell Township desires to provide and receive public health services
in partnership and cooperation with local and county public health agencies servicing Mercer
County and recognizes that a Memorandum of Agreement has been drafted effectuating the
intent of the parties and is annexed hereto.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Township Committee of the
Township of Hopewell, County of Mercer, State of New Jersey, that the Mayor and Clerk are
hereby authorized to execute the Mercer County Governmental Public Health Partnership

Memorandum of Agreement for the providing of mutual aid for public health services.

Memorandum of Agreement

WHEREAS, Ewing Township Health Department; Hamilton Township Health Department; Hopewell Township Health
Department; Lawrence Township Health Department; Mercer County Division of Public Health; Montgomery Health
Department; Princeton Health Department; West Windsor Health Department; and the City of Trenton Health
Department; (hereinafter referred to as “County” to mean either an individual county or counties collectively; “Local” to
mean either an individual city or cities collectively) are duly constituted county and local health departments under NJSA
26:3A2-1 et. seq.; and

WHEREAS, the County and Local Health Departments recognize that their individual agencies have limited personnel and
face unique staffing and resource challenges from time to time in ensuring the provision of public health resources to
their communities in circumstances which necessitate timely responses or specialized expertise; and

WHEREAS, the public health departments and their governing bodies recognize that it is in the best interests of their
citizens that certain inspection, investigative and enforcement responsibilities in public health be assured at all times
within our communities; and

WHEREAS, the County and Local Health Departments desire to assist one another in times of need in order to deploy
resources and responses to emergent situations offering rendering of mutual aid and assistance.

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS AGREED BETWEEN THE COUNTY and LOCAL HEALTH DEPARTMENTS THAT:

1. When a County or Local Health Department requires assistance under emergent conditions for either licensed
/certified personnel or specialized equipment, that a County or a Local Health Department (hereinafter referred
to as “Requestor”) will contact one or more County or Local Health Departments (hereinafter referred to as
“Respondent”) to request assistance under the sole discretion of the duly appointed Health Officer. Examples of
such assistance include but are not limited to the following examples: designated Health Officer coverage for
vacation/illness, Animal Control Officer coverage for vacation/illness, Lead Risk Inspector, Communicable Disease
Outbreak Response, REHS emergency response inspection, REHS specialized expertise consultation, peer to peer
training and standardization of public health practices.

2. The Requestor will detail what resources and/or personnel are necessary, explain the nature of the emergent
issue, provide estimates of the duration of needs, and explain why the Requestor is unable to meet those needs
internally.

3. The Respondent will inform the Requestor if those resources and/or personnel are available to assist without
compromising the needs of the Respondent’s primary jurisdiction. This determination shall be made at the sole
discretion of the duly appointed Health Officer of the Respondent.

4. The Respondent may decline the request to provide assistance, without penalty, should the request jeopardize
the mission-critical needs of the Respondent’s jurisdiction. A declination to provide assistance shall not constitute
a breach of this agreement.

Memorandum of Agreement (cont.)

If a Respondent agrees to assist a Requestor, the Respondent retains ownership of all resources and remains the
employer of record, responsible for all financial obligations, for the responding employee(s).

The Requestor will provide written information as to where resources or employees are to report for
assighment.

Employees dispatched to assist the Requestor may be assigned tasks by the Requestor, but remain under the full
supervisory control of the Respondent and may be withdrawn should the needs of the Respondent’s jurisdiction
change

Delegation of the authority does not transfer to Respondent’s employees unless the employee requested is the
Respondent’s duly appointed Health Officer and/or has authority delegated directly from the Requestor’s Health
Officer.

Respondents retain all liability for pay and benefits payable to assigned employees and no financial responsibility
is transferred to the Requestor except in documented cases of gross negligence caused by the Requestor.

This agreement does not relieve a local municipality or County from the requirement of ensuring a competent and
well equipped public health workforce to provide the day to day public health services outlined in the Practice
Standards of Performance for Local Boards of Health in New Jersey, N.J.S.A. 52:14B-5.1b, Chapter 52. As such,
the Requestor shall not request services from another agency for a time period which exceeds thirty (30)
consecutive days if the basis of the request is a result of vacant position in the Requestor health department and
no formal, aggressive actions have been undertaken to fill said position. Routine coverage of vacancies which are
expected to exceed 30 consecutive days of service must be arranged for through a separate contractual
agreement between the applicable parties.

This agreement shall not replace existing shared services agreements or the need for future agreements which
address the provision of public health services to one municipality by another on a routine, continuous basis for
an established fee. Examples of such agreements include but are not limited to clinical nursing services, health
officer services, public health services, animal control services, and certified health education services.

Indemnification; Hold Harmless. The Requestor shall indemnify and hold the Respondent, its officers and
employees, harmless from and against any and all claims of whatever nature or type arising from the provisions
of the services and materials to the Requestor, so long as the actions upon which the demand or claim, or assertion
of liability, are founded were performed in the course of carrying out official duties in accordance with this
Agreement, and were not out of the scope of performing official duties or performed in bad faith, and did not
constitute actual fraud, actual malice, willful misconduct, and intentional wrong or a criminal act.

It is the intent of the parties that the Requestor will provide a defense and will indemnify the Respondent for the
claims arising out of the lawful scope of employment of the Respondent’s officers and/or employees. In the event
that a lawsuit or other legal action is brought against the Respondent, its officers and/or employees within the
lawful scope of the provisions of services and materials under the Agreement, the Respondent shall immediately
provide written notice to the Requestor. If claims in the lawsuit are covered under this Indemnification provision,
the Requestor shall have the right to assign counsel to defend the Respondent, its officers and/or employees, or
in the Requestor’s discretion, pay the reasonable attorney’s fees of an attorney of the Respondent’s selection in
the defense of the claim.
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This agreement becomes effective when signed by two or more County or Local Health Departments and
remains valid until all County and Local Health Departments have withdrawn from this agreement.

Termination. This Agreement may be terminated at any time upon mutual written agreement of the parties.
Any party may terminate this Agreement at any time for any reason upon giving the other parties thirty (30)
days advance written notice of its intent to terminate.

Modification. This Agreement may not be changed orally, and may only be modified or amended by a written
statement signed by all parties.

Disputes. The parties agree that any disputes that may arise between a Requestor and a Respondent relating to
services or materials provided under this Agreement shall be referred to the Administrator’s office of both
parties.

Severability. Should any conditions of this agreement be found by a court of competent jurisdiction to be void or
unenforceable, all other conditions remain in force unless the entire agreement is found by said court to be null
and void.

WHEREAS, the Campbell/Fleischmann families seek permission to use the Hopewell
Valley Enterprises property located at 46 Yard Road on November 14, 2020 for a “Wedding
Event” from 4:00 p.m. — 11:00 p.m.; and

WHEREAS, this proposal has been reviewed by the Hopewell Township Attorney who
has advised that this proposal can be authorized under a Temporary Activities Permit issued by
the Hopewell Township Zoning Officer; and

WHEREAS, this request has been reviewed by the Hopewell Township Health
Department, Hopewell Township Police Department, Hopewell Valley Fire Safety and
Municipal Construction Office who have raised no objections;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, on this 5th day of October 2020, by the
Township Committee of the Township of Hopewell, County of Mercer, State of New Jersey,
that the Hopewell Township Zoning Officer be directed to issue a Temporary Activities Permit
to Hopewell Valley Enterprises for the “Campbell/Fleischmann Wedding Event” on November
14, 2020 subject to receipt of all final approvals and comments from the Hopewell Township
Health Officer, Hopewell Township Police, Hopewell Valley Fire Safety, Municipal
Construction Office and Zoning Officer, and subject to any relevant restrictions on use, noise,
signs, etc. or other permits as may be required, including:

L. All distance separations shall comply with all applicable Executive Orders issued
by the Governor of New Jersey, as well as any other requirements, conditions and/or
limitations in the Governor’s Executive Orders, including but not limited to
Executive Order Nos. 150, 157 and 158, allowing service by food or beverage
establishments at outdoor areas, as well as State of New Jersey, Department of
Health Executive Directive No. 20-019 (Revised), outlining COVID-19 protocols
for food or beverage establishments offering service in outdoor areas pursuant to
Executive Orders Nos. 150, 157 and 158, hereby attached and made a part of this
resolution. Occupied seating must be six (6) feet between parties and limited to
a maximum of eight (8) guests per table.

Policy (with signage) should require customers to wear masks until they are seated
and at any time they are not seated at their table.

The consumption of alcoholic beverages will continue to be regulated by the New
Jersey Alcoholic Beverage Control Commission; therefore, all applicants are
responsible for verifying that their liquor license permits the serving of alcohol
outdoors. If applicable, applicants are required to obtain a COVID-19 Expansion
permit from the Division of Alcoholic Beverage Control for a one-time fee of
$75.00, the term of which shall be from date of issuance until November 30, 2020,
the expiration date of seasonal consumption licenses.

If applicable, barriers establishing the perimeter of the designated outdoor dining
area shall remain in place for the duration of this Temporary Activities Permit.
Removal and replacement of the outdoor dining area on a daily basis to coincide
with operating hours shall not be permitted.

If applicable, perimeter barriers within existing parking lot areas shall be a minimum
of 42 inches in height and contain high-visibility / reflectorized materials to enhance
visibility for vehicles within the active parking lot.

If applicable, temporary lighting used to illuminate outdoor dining areas shall not
be directed to shine into or across existing parking areas or adjacent roads.
Temporary lighting may be used during the permissible operating hours for the
outdoor dining area only.

No temporary outdoor dining area shall be located within an approved delivery area,
loading zone or fire lane.

No temporary outdoor dining area shall impact the effective functioning of the prior
approved site plan, except for the specific mitigating measures approved as part of
this application.

Tent tops/roofs are considered acceptable and must comply with NJ Department of
Health regulations. To be considered “outdoor” dining, three (3) sides must be
open air; the tent may only have one (1) wall. More than one (1) wall restricts air
flow and is not acceptable. Tents must meet all Fire Safety permit requirements.
Awnings and umbrellas may be used.

Tents that are greater than 16,800 square feet, and/or are erected for 180 days or
more, and/or are erected between December 1 and March 31 require permitting from
the municipal construction office.

Space heaters of any kind, including propane heaters, are prohibited.
Commercial electric heaters are permitted with proper permitting through the
municipal construction office.

All temporary outdoor dining areas shall maintain the existing ground conditions
with no changes in grade. Temporary flooring or mats are not permitted.



13.  Any expansion or changes to the outdoor dining area to enlarge or alter the
configuration of the occupied footprint shall invalidate this permit.

WHEREAS, Municipal Alliance Coordinator, Heidi Kahme has been employed in the
Hopewell Township Health Department since October 6, 2006; and

WHEREAS, Municipal Alliance Coordinator, Heidi Kahme has submitted her resignation
on September 22, 2020.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED on this 5% of October, 2020 by the Township
Committee of the Township of Hopewell, County of Mercer, State of New Jersey:

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RESOLUTION OF THE COMMITTEE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF HOPEWELL,
MERCER COUNTY, NEW JERSEY, URGING THE U.S. DEPARTMENT OF
AGRICULTURE, ANIMAL & PLANT HEALTH INSPECTION SERVICE (USDA-
APHIS) TO GRANT NON-REGULATED STATUS TO THE GENETICALLY
ENGINEERED BLIGHT-TOLERANT DARLING 58 AMERICAN CHESTNUT

WHEREAS, the American chestnut tree was one of the most abundant and important
trees in the eastern United States until the early 20th century when an invasive fungal pathogen
from Asia decimated more than 3 billion trees throughout its natural range; and

WHEREAS, the American chestnut is now unable to sustain itself in the wild and faces
extinction; and

WHEREAS, the disappearance of this tree represents a devastating loss to wildlife, to
ecological balance in the forest, to farmers who depended on consistent chestnut harvests, and
to citizens from Maine to Alabama who appreciated its beauty and symbolism as a feature of
the landscape; and

WHEREAS, the nearly 40-year effort to develop a blight tolerant hybrid tree with the
timber-type growth habit and other important characteristics of the American chestnut by
backcrossing American trees with Asian/American hybrid chestnut trees faces extreme
challenges due to the now-apparent multi-genetic nature of blight resistance; and

WHEREAS, scientists at the State University of New York College of Environmental
Science and Forestry (SUNY-ESF) discovered a method to enhance the American chestnut’s
blight tolerance using the tools of genetic engineering and molecular biology. During a 30-year
research effort, SUNY-ESF scientists have developed a process for inserting a gene from wheat
into the American chestnut in a way that significantly enhances the tree’s blight tolerance while
decreasing the pathogenicity of the fungus, introduces no inherent toxicity, provides no pest
risk to plants, no detriment to human or animal health and no adverse effects on the
environment; and

WHEREAS, after rigorous testing, SUNY-ESF has applied to USDA-APHIS for
approval of a Petition for Determination of Nonregulated Status for Blight-Tolerant Darling 58

American Chestnut; and



WHEREAS, if Darling 58 American chestnuts are granted nonregulated status, they
will be made available for not-for-profit distribution to the public; and to groups including
private, indigenous, state and Federal restoration programs for the purpose of conserving and
restoring this species to the forest and continuing vital research; and

WHEREAS, Hopewell Township, in partnership with area organizations including
Friends of Hopewell Valley Open Space, D & R Greenway, Sourland Conservancy, Hopewell
Valley Regional School District, and others has demonstrated its commitment to protecting and
restoring native woodlands by planting over 200 American chestnuts at several locations in the
Valley; and

WHEREAS, these American chestnut trees planted in Hopewell Valley, although
virtually certain to succumb to chestnut blight, may survive long enough to be intentionally
pollinated with Darling 58 pollen, yielding progeny approximately 50% of which will inherit
the blight tolerance factor and thus be capable of surviving and eventually populating area
forests; and

WHEREAS, native trees and forests across the U.S. face an unprecedented array of
disease, decline, and decay caused by climate change, invasive plants, non-native insects and
fungi, and human disturbances, and biotechnology offers some hope that we can restore forest
health, and that restoring the American chestnut can be a model for saving other threatened
species.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Hopewell Township Committee
supports SUNY-ESF’s Petition for Determination of Nonregulated Status for the Blight-
Tolerant Darling 58 American Chestnut and urges USDA-APHIS to approve the Darling 58
after completing a thorough review so that the American chestnut can be restored to its native

range in eastern forests.
