Day 1 – Monday June 5, 2017  
 Depart from Independence Park and travel to Ogunquit, Maine, called 

“beautiful place by the sea” Lunch on our own en route.

Meadowmere Resort who will acquaint us with the facility as we 
enjoy a wine and cheese reception.  There will be time to relax and 
freshen up before dinner at a local restaurant. The hotel is located 
within walking distance of the Ogunquit village shops and the 
Marginal Way shoreline walking path. 

Day 2 – Tuesday June 6 
 Enjoy a deluxe continental breakfast at our hotel.  
 We travel to Kennebunkport and meet our guide for a tour of “The Port” then there will be free time 

& lunch on your own in Dock Square. 
 In the afternoon we travel back to Ogunquit to relax at the hotel, browse the Ogunquit village shops, 

walk along the shoreline Marginal Way, or enjoy Perkins Cove.  
 In the evening, we will stop for a photo of Maine’s southernmost lighthouse, Nubble Lighthouse, near 

York Beach before our Lobsterbake dinner at Fosters. (there will be a non-seafood choice as well) 
 

Day 3 – Wednesday June 7  
 Enjoy a deluxe continental breakfast at our hotel. 
 We travel to Portland to meet our guide for a driving tour of their “city 

by the sea” including a photo stop at the Portland Head Light.  There will 
be some free time for lunch on your own in Old Port followed by a 
Portland Harbor Cruise. 

 In the afternoon we travel north to Freeport for some free time to visit 
the famous L.L. Bean store and shops along Main Street.   

 After returning to our hotel for a quick freshen-up, we travel to the Clay Hill Farm for dinner. 
 

Day 4 – Thursday June 8   
 We will check out of our hotel and have a full breakfast at a local 

restaurant.  Our final stop before departing for home will be 
Stonewall Kitchen to see the manufacturing of delicious Maine made 
jams and condiments and shop the kitchen item store.
