Piease be advised that Hopewell Valley Vineyards has the burden of proving that the
operation meets the eligibility criteria in the Right to Farm Act and conforms with
generally accepted practices. Likewise, the township and neighbors must establish the
justification for their complaints.

The hearing shall serve as the forum for ail interested persons to testify. Testimony may
be in oral and/or written form. Please come prepared with witnesses to testify on your
behalf or documents to support your position. At your hearing, you will need to supply
to each party a copy of all documents upon which you intend to rely.

Please be advised that this hearing is an informational, fact-gathering hearing for public
comment and testimony, and is not a judicial-type hearing.

I will serve as the hearing officer and will make a recommendation to the SADC based
upon the testimony and evidence offered at the hearing. The SADC will then issue a
decision at an ensuing monthly meeting.
